Pastor’s Note 
I am reminded again of the truth, "Do not store up for yourselves treasures 

on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and where thieves break in and steal" 
(Matthew 6:19-20). I had been looking for a second car for a little over a month. 
I thought that I found a good deal from a pastor friend's son, who is a car 
salesman. It was just a little over our price range but since I thought it was a 
good car, I bought it. I drove it to work one day last week and then parked it as 
we went on our trip to PA to my brother-in-law’s graduation. On Tuesday I drove 
it around town. That night we were driving downtown when the car seized up on 
us. It was a blessing that I could drive it at all, but it would not go over 10 mph. 
My mechanic told me what I feared - the transmission was going and soon it 
would not drive at all. I am working with the dealer, but it is pretty disheartening. 
I literally have driven the car less than 25 miles since getting it home. So… 
“Do not store up for yourself treasures on earth.” 

At least I/we had a great trip to PA. We were close to historic Germantown, 
which is a town that traces its roots back to the founding of the country.
