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Proposal for Helping to Pay Off the Church Mortgage  
 
Over ten years ago the people of Toledo Mennonite C hurch 
(TMC) felt led by God to build a church building at  5501 
Nebraska Ave. People committed themselves to not only the 
support of the programs of the church but also the n ew 
building and its mortgage, which was almost $24,000 a  year. 
God and the people of TMC have been faithful in ser vice and 
care of God's church. We are now a little under nin eteen 
months away from paying off the church mortgage. (PRAI SE 
GOD.) 
 
When I found out that the government was promoting a 
stimulus package to stimulate spending, I honestly th ought it 
was and still is a bad idea. I think we should be s timulating 
saving, which is at an all time low in the US. To my 
knowledge most (that file tax returns) will receive $600 per 
adult and $300 per child from the government. So my fa mily 
of 4 will receive $1,800. Even though I do not thin k it is a 
great idea, I am not sending it back. I have bills j ust like you. 
I encourage you to pay off your bills, especially i f you have 
credit card bills with high interest. I would also challenge you 
to pray about giving a tithe (usually defined as 10 %) to the 
church mortgage. This would be above your normal tith e to 
the church. If this money is applied to the principl e, we will 
be able to pay off the mortgage sooner than the nine teen 
months. That would be even more of a blessing. Please  pray 
about it and ask for God’s direction.

Matthew and Katie Lehnert are going to bring the message 
and we will be having a joint Sunday School time with them to hear informal 
stories and to answer questions about their time in Morocco.
